If your assigned group is not
scheduled to fly or glow on that day, but you wistparticipate, you MUST attend pilot briefing.

The PIC will brief all designated crewmembers prior to their flight and ensure that they understandiutiiesr

No flight or event is mandatory and all flights are made at the discretion of the PIC.

The Balloonmeister, or Event Chairperson, or their designee reserve the right to refuse participation to any person,
pilot or crew member whose conduct is deemmat inthe best interest of the event.
